B orn on January 28, 1955, in Omaha, Nebraska, and a resident of Corydon from
1959-2008, Mike passed away suddenly yet peacefully in her home in Des
Moines, lowa, on Monday, December 7, 2015. She was 60 years young. A member of
the Wayne Community High School, Class of a??73, she earned her degree in Dental
Hygiene from Des Moines Area Community College in 1978. Mike then worked in
Iowa, Virginia, and back in Iowa in Corydon at the Wayne County Dental Clinic.
