Kathy was born on April 3, 1944, in Toledo, Ohio, the daughter of Joe Frumkin and Ruth
Goodman. She grew up in Toledo and upon high school graduation, attended the University of
Toledo and earned a bachelor's degree in Spanish and Economics. Subsequently, Kathy taught
Spanish for the Peoria Illinois School District and traveled extensively, living in both Switzerland

and South Africa before settling down in southern Iowa.

During this period of her life, two children were born, Jeff and Joanne. Throughout her life, Kathy
was a devoted educator. In the early 80s, Kathy moved to Centerville, lowa, and began her
beloved association with Moravia, lowa, serving as a Spanish and Economics teacher at Moravia
High School for fifteen years.

She then earned a master's degree in counseling from Truman State University and served as the
librarian at Centerville High School from where she retired (for the first time!). Unable to stay
away from teaching, she served as counselor and librarian for the Moulton-Udell school for
several years before finally retiring for the last time. She was especially proud of her work
automating the Moulton-Udell school library system.

She married her beloved husband and best friend Mark Uhlenhake in 1983. As a result of this
union, she gained six children - Paula, Lee, Jess, Clay, Reed, and John. Mark and Kathy added son
Jake to the Uhlenhake family in 1986. Kathy and Mark would remain together until Mark's passing
in February 2024.

Kathy loved the simplicity of life in rural Moravia and the surrounding community. She and
Mark were actively involved with the Moravia Historical Society, and worked on several projects
together including the Wabash Depot, the former Methodist Episcopal Church and a summer
kitchen and outhouse. Kathy was also active in Ruritan and the Moravia Library Board.
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Kathy also loved quilting as her grandchildren can attest. - She made each of these quilts
specifically crafted to the individual personalities, hobbies, and interests of the intended recipient.
Kathy loved to find unique and personalized gifts for everyone at the holidays. She oversaw the
ever-contentious annual Uhlenhake gift exchange drawing with the wisdom of Solomon.

Her kitchen table hosted many family dinners and game nights over the years. It also provided a
front row seat to the birds feeding in front of the house every morning. A cup of coffee and her
homemade bread were all you needed to enjoy life.
